PROCLAIM CHRIST BOLDLY 
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Let’s Get Noisy! 

“Make a joyful noise to the LORD, all the earth!”  (Psalm 
100:1 ESV) 

On Easter evening, my husband Terry and I spent the 
night at his mom’s house in Cape Girardeau, Missouri. Mon-
day morning we were awakened before dawn by the ex-
tremely loud sound of at least six different songbirds. The 
birds’ singing was so noisy, neither my husband nor I could 
get back to sleep. Having looked forward to 
sleeping in for a while after a busy Easter Sun-
day, I have to admit that the birds’ singing was 
initially more than a bit annoying. But after a 
time, Terry and I found ourselves chuckling at 
the sounds and actually waiting to hear each 
bird’s joyful noise as they sang out, one differ-
ent song after another, over and over again. 

Birds have no trouble being joyous, do they? 
During their seasons here with us they begin 
each morning with joyful noise. Their ability to 
sing joyously noisy songs is a quality God has given them. 
Birds can’t help but burst forth like this. 

When God created Adam and Eve, they too couldn’t help 
but praise God. As they lived in God’s perfect world, just 

imagine the joyful noises of praise to Him that these first 
two people made!  

Then sin changed everything. Noise once only joyful 
became harsh and complaining, sad and fearful. But our 
loving Heavenly Father wasted no time in giving Adam 
and Eve a glimmer of hope. God promised them a Savior, 
His only Son Jesus. To save us from our sins, Jesus will-
ingly died on the cross.

The wonder-
ful life-changing and life-saving news that 

Jesus died and rose to save us from our sins is too great 
to keep quiet! Let’s joyfully and noisily share the Good 
News of Jesus with all!
