It is
expected at thisurrent rate, the cost to print and mail thssio-
nettewill be approximately $2,400 for the next yeard aubscription
rates would need to be doubled to meet this expeMsgor increases
in the subscription rates have always resultedsmall overage each
year that has absorbed any increases during tleeving year. For
the first time ever, funds collected from the suipgions will result
in a deficit of nearly $400 for this calendar ye#&lvhile printing costs
have not increased at the same rate as mailintagms the bulk of
this expense.

In looking forward, the Southern lllinois DistrictWML Board
has decided to take action. It was decided todtitue theMissio-
nettein print format after December 2009. The lastiéskor this cal-
endar year will be printed and mailed to subscabdeginning in
March 2010, electronic copies will be emailed tetpes and those
providing email subscription contacts. THessionettehas been
available in electronic format for over a year ba tlistrictwebpage
http://sidlwml.org/ All members are encouragedise the website as
a source of information beyond just viewing Missionette
